He has experience 

leading mission teams locally, nationally and internationally.  Chris also has a Master of Arts 

degree from Covenant Theological Seminary.

Comfort Foundation from good to great.  He went through a vigorous interview process that 

involved five interviews with a total of seventeen people.
